> Niyyah of paying Zakaat

» Zakaat on assets (Gold; Silver; Savings, etc.)
> Rate at 2.5 % of saved assets

» Calculated yearly (Lunar calendar)
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» Given only to deserving people

Introduction to Hajj (Pilgrimage): @

» One of the Five Pillars of Islam

» Hajj is pilgrimage to Makkah

» Obligatory only on people who can afford (money and health)
» Performed at least once in a life time

> Celebration of Eid-ul-Adha on the 10" day of Zul-Hijjah

» Muslims from all over the world gather together to perform Hajj

Islamic Etiquettes — 3.b: Home

» Start everything with the name of Allah (Bismillah)
» Take permission before entering the house
> Always greet people while entering the house:

as’:’s/ é\'a “
“ As-Salaamu Alaikum”
“Peace be upon you”

» Always return greetings with Salaam:

AN aSile g
“ Wa-Alaikum-us Salaam”
“ Peace be upon you too”

» Enter with right foot in first
» Exit with left foot out first
» Say Salaam and make Dua when leaving the house
